DRIVING DIRECTIONS ~

From Boston: Take 1-95 North into New Hampshire. After the Portsmouth Toll, take Spaulding Turnpike towards
NH White Mountains / Lakes Region (eventually becomes Rte 16 North). Follow to Ossipee, NH. Take Rte 25 East
(exit on right). Turn right off exit; follow 5 miles to Rte. 153 North (left turn at blinking light). Follow about 6
miles to Purity Spring Resort / King Pine Ski Area. Pass through main resort (white buildings on left, indoor pool
facility on right). Take first left turn onto East Madison Rd and proceed up short hill (you will see our tubing park
on your right). Camp sits on top of the hill ~ the main lodge will be the first large building on your right. Camp staff
shall be there to greet you.

From New York City: Take 1-95 North to New Haven, CT. Turn onto 1-91; follow to Hartford, CT. Turn onto 1-84
North / East; follow to 1-90 (Mass Pike) East; follow to 1-290 North through Worchester, MA. Continue to Rte 495
North / East; follow to 1-95 North (follow 1-95 as above).

From Western Massachusetts: Take 1-90 (Mass Pike) to 1-290 North through Worchester, MA. Continue to Rte.
495 North / East; follow to 1-95 North (follow 1-95 as above).
